Matching Funds Opportunity

Our next major development project on our campground is to install
restrooms in the Rasmussen Crossing and add supporting infrastructure.
The Crossing is a building at West Branch which currently houses our
auditorium and will one day also include our kitchen and dining hall. We
have county and city permits in hand to start the work. Recently we were
promised matching funds up to $300,000! Every dollar donated to this
project up to $300,000 will be doubled. We believe this will be enough to
complete Phase Two of the Crossing project.

We have been able to use the Crossing on a limited basis, but to gain full
use, we need to complete two restrooms inside. We have 14 months left
on our county permit to finish this portion of project.

We want to gauge where we are by January 31 to purchase the tanks,
pumps, and fixtures for the project and schedule the work to be done.
We believe we can purchase three needed septic tanks once we raise
$25,000. Pumps and restroom fixtures would come next. We have also
had some people volunteer to help install the interior fixtures if timing
works out. While interior work can happen during the winter, the exterior
work will need to wait till spring due to our harsh winters.

We would like to begin construction by April with the hopes of having
these restrooms in time for summer camps. That is a big goal! Please
pray for us that the Lord will provide!
